In response to you letter N738490 dated 21.06.2023, we confirm that according to the regulations in
Georgia, MD programs (which are equivalent to MBBS qualifications in India and the UK) are 6 years
(360 ECTS), and the duration of educational programs includes an internship during the 6th,
graduating year.

Intense clinical practice component is integrated in all MD programs which means that starting with
the 3rd year of the program, all students go through clinical practice.

According to article 17 of LAW OF GEORGIA ON MEDICAL PRACTICE, graduates of the MD
(Medical Doctor) program in Georgia, regardless of their nationality, have the right to practice their
profession and perform the duties of a junior doctor. They are at par with the rights given to practice
the medical profession by the citizens of Georgia.

All students, including international ones, studying at authorized higher education institutions and
enrolled on accredited MD programs, are registered in Education Management Information system of
Georgia (EMIS) under the Ministry of Education and Science of Georgia.

It should further be clarified that medical students, both local citizens and the ones with
international student status, are granted the Medical Doctor degree by the Georgian higher
educational institutions (equal to MBBS in India and in the UK) on condition that all the components
envisioned by the curriculum are successfully completed. The rule is the same for local as well as
Indian and any other international medical graduates.
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All medical schools and programs in Georgia are authorized and accredited by the LEPL — National
Center for Educational Quality Enhancement (NCEQE), which is internationally recognized by the
World Federation of Medical Education (WFME).

Having the WFME recognition means that the NCEQE activities and processes, authorization and
accreditation standards and procedures, medical education benchmark in Georgia are in full
compliance with the demands of the World Health Organization (WHO) and the World Federation
of Medical Education (WFME).

According to international standards, both MD and MBBS graduates are also known as Junior
Doctors.
